The BeamWatch rotation mount is offered as an accessory for the BeamWatch. When mounted, 

it allows the camera to rotate 180° and lock into position every 45°. The rotation mount does not 

interfere with the beam apertures, but when the BeamWatch is rotated, it is critical that the beam 

passes through the center of the aperture. If the beam is offset in any direction, it could produce 

inaccurate results when the system is rotated. 

 

An indexing plunger is mounted to the side of the BeamWatch and drops into the slots on the 

mounting plate. The plunger can also be locked in a retracted position to allow the BeamWatch 

to rotate a full 360°. 

 

Note: If the BeamWatch is mounted vertically, the system will not stay in a rotated position 

unless the indexing plunger is placed in one of the slots. 

 

To attach the rotation mount, follow the steps described below. 
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1. Remove the three (3) screws and the fixed base from the BeamWatch.

2. Attach the plunger mount using the two (2) 4-40 screws provided. Orient as shown in 

Figure 3.

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3. Attach the bearing to the base plate using the three (3) 8-32 screws provided. Orient the 

bearing as shown in Figure 4.

4. Attach the bearing and base plate to the bottom of the BeamWatch using the three (3) M4 

screws provided.

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5. Screw in the spring-loaded plunger to the plunger mount. Ensure only the nose extends 

past the bottom face of the mount.
